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2010 CENSUS: IT°S IN OUR HANDS

Do you have questions about the 2010 Census? Starting on March 19, a U.S. Census
employee will spend time each week at the library to answer general questions
about the census, provide help in completing the census questionnaire, and to dis-
tribute questionnaires to those who did not receive one in the mail.

Make a difference in our community! Census data guides funding decisions on the
local, state and national level and affects our representation in Congress.

Did you know?

The first census took place in 1790, and was managed under the direction of Thomas
Jefferson, the Secretary of State. Marshals took the census in the original 13 states
plus the districts of Kentucky, Maine, and Vermont, and the Southwest Territory
(Tennessee).

The six inquiries in 1790 called for questions on gender, race, relationship to the
head of household, name of the head of household, and the number of slaves, if any.
The entire population of the U.S. in 1790 was 3,929,000, less than the current popula-
tion of Los Angeles!
